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On June 29, 2009, the National Basketball Association announced the affiliation system for 

the 2009-10 NBA Development League season.  Each NBA team has one NBA D-League 

affiliate to which it may assign players in their first or second NBA season.  This year the Al-

buquerque Thunderbirds will be the D-League affiliate for the Dallas Mavericks and New Or-

leans Hornets. 

 

Last season a total of 32 different players in their first or second NBA season were assigned 

by NBA teams. Some current notable NBA players who have seen time in the NBA D-League 

on assignment include Minnesota's Ramon Sessions, Houston's Aaron Brooks, Washington's 

Andray Blatche, Portland's Martell Webster, and Philadelphia's Louis Williams. 

 

The Mavericks reaped the benefits of a successful assignment stint when they sent Jose Barea 

to the NBA D-League back in the 2006-07 season, and they could look to do it again with 

rookie Rodrigue Beaubois, who has played well in the brief allotments of minutes that he has 

received.  The Hornets have not assigned a player to the NBA D-League since Marcus 

Vinicius back in 2006-07. Rookies Darren Collision and Marcus Thornton could see some 

time with the Thunderbirds after playing sparingly early in the season. 

 

The NBA D-League continues to be a breeding ground for elite basketball talent, with more 

NBA players than ever boasting NBA D-League experience.  Former NBA D-League players 

made up 20 percent of NBA players on 2008-09 end-of-season rosters. 

 

“The affiliation system has proven that it provides significant benefits to both NBA teams and 

their NBA D-League affiliates,” said Stu Jackson, Executive Vice President, NBA Basketball 

Operations.  “NBA teams have seized the opportunity to accelerate the development of their 

young players through in-game experience, while the NBA D-League teams have been helped 

on and off the court by outstanding young NBA talent.” 

 

The NBA Development League, founded in 2001, is the NBA’s official minor league whose 

teams have direct affiliations to NBA franchises.  For the 2009-10 season, the league will fea-

ture 16 teams – including the debut of the Maine Red Claws and the Springfield Armor.  A 

proven developer of talent, 20 percent of players in the NBA at the conclusion of the 2008-09 

season boasted NBA D-League experience, while the league continues to develop coaches, 

referees, and front office staff for the NBA and its teams.  In fostering the league’s connection 

to the community, its teams, players and staff promote health and wellness, support local 

needs and interests, and assist in educational development through NBA D-League Cares pro-

grams.
